Make 
sure that your staff list Communication Details are complete and your staff is marked 
Visible Outside My Institution to help others find them. Maybe you will even find an 
institution close by so she can visit!

He would be 
a good one to contact. Only those Staff 
Members who have been marked as Visible 
Outside My Institution will display.

◄Run Species Holding for the species of 
interest. You can even limit the search by 
Country so only institutions in your region 
are displayed.
